r R 8 States shall be composed of two senators from each state,
9 elected by the people thereof, for six years; and each senator
i 10 shall have one vote. The electors in each state ahall have the
E 11  qualifications requisite for electors of the most numerous
12 branch of the state legislature. When vacancies happen in
13  the representationlof any gtate in the senate, the executive
14 authority of such state shall issue writs of election to £l such
15 vacancy; provided, that the legislature of any state may
18 empower the executive thereof to make temporary appoint-
17  ments until the people fill the vacancies by election, as the
18 legislature may direct. This amendment shall not be B0 con-
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strued to affect the election or term of any senator chosen

before it becownes valid as part of the constitution,”” and
